Are there any issues with the flooring with respect to sinking?  
Yes.  As noted in the scope of work there are several units where the subfloor is rotted and to be replace with flooring.  These are at the front entry door and a couple at the washers
Will the units be separately metered for electric, gas, and water? 
Electric is individual, 
Gas is master with a sub meter at each apt (old gas company meters)
Water individual in crawl space
Will the existing unit gas meters be eliminated or replaced?
Gas line replace will probably not occur but meter would not be eliminated or replaced but reused if gas line work was done.  
What Brand of Electrical Panels are in use? 
General Electric (GE)
Are there floor joist issues or concerns?
In general No, the structure is sound from our observations except Just at doors there is joist replacement noted in the scope on a few apt where the water from door infiltration rotted the joists
Is the proposed project subject to Davis Bacon Wage rates requirements?
We have been counseled that that Davis Bacon wage rates won’t apply with a RAD conversion.
Is the desired concept to complete the preservation -rehabilitation work with tenants in-place?
No, apartments will be vacated in one bldg then renovation performed for that bldg.  Residents from another bldg will be moved into that bldg. for the next renovation.
Are there any foundation issues or concern?
No, Foundations appear good. Note that is minor repair of a couple CMU blocks in the scope.
Can the housing authority provide a basic footprint of the property with building dimensions as well as interior dimension and unit configurations?
Existing drawings, surveys, proposed 2018 application work site drawings, and existing utility drawings were provided originally.  Available if not received.
Existing scans of existing bldgs. are available.
Will each bedroom be wired for overhead lighting?
Not sure, MCRHA would like ceiling lights,  presently we were thinking if a light existed and we were replacing drywall and ceiling we may as well do wiring and lights on the ceiling.
Was this scope of work based on maxing out funding for a 4% tax credit?
No 9% deal
For units with an addition (15 Brookline & 36 South Center), does the upper roof dump onto the lower roof of the addition?
By design no.  However, it likely that some rainwater does spill over to lower roof given the pitch.  
Will you be adding a deck to 13 Brookline Court?
No 
Will the city of Bradford replace their sewer mains at the same time the unit laterals will be replaced?
The City at this point does not plan to replace storm, water or sewer.  – We asked for alternate to replace laterals and to replace all sewer. 
We have recently performed inspection of the sewer lines to determine extent of this work.  Storm replacement will probably be dropped from scope. 
The same applies to the water laterals.
Do you anticipate on submitting the tax credit application for this year’s round?
Yes
